BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The applicants, Douglas Stott and Diana Hitch, request Planning Commission approval of
a special use permit'to allow an automobile repair facility in an existing business suite
located at 3433 Losee Road, Suite No. 5. The subject property is zoned M-2, General
Industrial District and is designated as Heavy Industrial under the 2006 Comprehensive
Plan. An automobile repair facility (includes Atvs, motorcycles, etc.) is a special use within



the M-2, General Industrial District. A special use permit (UN-31-09) to allow an
automobile service facility in Suite No. 8 (Draeger Safety Diagnostics, Inc.) was approved
by the Planning Commission on June 24, 2009.

ANALYSIS:

Staff has no objections with the proposed use on the site. The applicants’ intent as stated
in their letter of intent, “is to provide an affordable service for all Motorcycles, Atv’s, off-road
vehicles, Scooters. Consisting of oil changes, tune-up’s, and minor repairs.” The
applicants also included in the letter of intent the request for a repair facility for future
expansion.

The business suite is located within an existing built-out pad site and contains a roll-up
door with a fenced loading area located on the building’s west elevation with a patron’s
entrance along the building’s east elevation facing Losee Road. No changes or
alternations to the existing building were mentioned in the letter of intent. The existing pad
site appears to have adequate parking available for the proposed business.

The proposed use is harmonious with the existing businesses located at the Sun
Commercial Center and staff believes that approval of this special use permit request will
pose no adverse impacts to surrounding properties because all neighboring properties are
zoned M-2, General Industrial District, contain existing industrial land uses, and are
designated as Heavy Industrial under the 2006 Comprehensive Plan.

“The applicant may have to apply for a change of occupancy with the Building Safety
Division of the City of North Las Vegas. Additionally, fire sprinklers are required in any ‘S’
Occupancy regardless of size.”

That the proposed use at the particular location is necessary or desirable to
provide a service or facility which will contribute to the general well-being of the
neighborhood or the community; and

2. That such use will not, under the circumstances of the particular case, be
detrimental to the health, safety or general welfare of persons residing or working
in the vicinity, or injurious to property or improvements in the vicinity; and

3. That the proposed use will comply with the regulations and conditions specified
in this code for such use; and

4, That the granting of this special use vpermit will not adversely affect the mastef
plan of the City.

RECOMMENDATION:
