Assessment of Fair Housing (AFH)

Notice is hereby given that the City of North Las Vegas will file their Assessment of Fair Housing (AFH) with the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) on October 4, 2017.

Each year, HUD provides block grants to states, urban counties and large cities for community development and housing activities. States and qualifying counties and cities choose how to invest those dollars to meet their needs, within certain parameters. For example, the investments must assist low to moderate income households or low income neighborhoods.

The primary community development and housing block grants are:

· Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)-established in 1974
· HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)—established in 1990
· Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG)—established in 1987
· Housing Opportunities for Persons with HIV/AIDS (HOPWA)—established in 1992

As a condition of receiving these funds, states, counties and cities must certify that they will “Affirmatively Further Fair Housing” choice—or AFFH. The AFFH requirement originates from the Fair Housing Act of 1968, which requires that HUD administer programs and activities relating to housing and urban development in a manner that affirmatively furthers the policies of the Act.

The City of North Las Vegas will have the AFH available for public inspection prior to its submission. Members of the public are invited to review the AFH prior to its submission during the hours of 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, September 1 through 30, 2017, at the City of North Las Vegas, 2250 North Las Vegas Blvd., Suite 200, North Las Vegas, NV 89030 and on the city’s website at: http://www.cityofnorthlasvegas.com/departments/nls_(parks_and_rec)/neighborhood_services_division.php
