1. Aliante Library: Visit the Aliante Library and ask for the card.

2.Alexander Library: Visit the Alexander Library and ask for the card.

3.City Hall Library: Visit the City Hall Library and ask for the card.

4 Library Shelvers: Ask a shelver if they have a trading card.

5. Circulation: Visit the Circulation Desk and ask for the card.

6.Reference Assistants: Visit the Reference Desk and ask for the card.

7 .Children’s Assistants: Visit the Children’s Desk and ask for the card.

8.Librarians or Branch Managers: Ask at the Reference or Children’s Desk for this card.

Q. *Outreach and Development: Meet the Outreach Team at a community event and ask for
the card. (Check the library Trading Card page for information on events.)

10. * Administration: Ask when you visit the library if someone from Administration is there.
